 As I write this, my first newsletter column as Pastor here at Mt. Carmel, I want to 

say first that my wife, my daughter and I are glad to be here.

When I was appointed to Bethesda in Welcome he placed in my heart Paulõs 

admonition to Timothy in II Timothy 4:5, òDo the work of an evangelist.ó  Now as I 

begin a new season of ministry here at Mt. Carmel He has filled my heart with care for 

the  perishing, the persecuted and the poor, and I believe if we will do what God is do-

ing we will have His heart and His hand will work among us in ways we have never 

imagined.
