What Just Happened Here? A Pastorõs Testimony of Praise  
at the Healing Hearts Prayer Conference at Mt. Carmel on July 30th 

 Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ! I am enjoying the afterglow 
of the Healing Hearts Prayer Conference that took place at our church on July 30th. I along with our 
Prayer Team have been praying expectantly all month that we would see and feel a tangible presence 
of God moving in this place. We were not disappointed. God showed up in all of His glory!  For two 
hours we were blessed with the worship ministry of Mark and Betty Barrow from Aldersgate Renewal 
Ministry who did some teaching on Biblical worship and then led us into praise and worship. The very 
first hymn we sang was ñHoly, Holy, Holy.ò I read somewhere long ago that the glory of the Lord is 
when we see the fullness of the unity of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  It was so inspiring to hear 
and see so many congregations lifting up the blessed Trinity all in one place. (I have included the 
names of these churches elsewhere in the newsletter so you can be praying for them to keep the fire 
of the Holy Spirit burning in their congregations.) What God did to encourage me on Sunday afternoon 
was truly amazing. Iôm going to try to piece my testimony here. I have also invited others who partici-
pated in the Healing Hearts Prayer Event to share their testimonies in this newsletter and in worship 
this coming Sunday. 
 However, the glory of the Lord was not just displayed to me on July 30th. A week earlier Doug and I 
traveled to Gallatin, TN to attend the national Aldersgate Renewal Ministry Conference. The theme for 
the conference was called ñKarav: An Invitation to Draw Near.ò On the last day of the conference, I 
experienced something miraculous. For many years I had been praying for the Holy Spirit to give me a 
prayer language. There was a time when I was afraid of receiving what Acts 2:3-4 calls ñtongues of 
fire.ò I thought it was because I might lose respect among my peers or create unease among my con-
gregants. But what the real fear was is that I wasnôt sure I wanted to be in a position where I could lose 
control. It would be the same as if you asked me to drive the fastest car in the world when I am used to 
driving a 4-cylinder car. J.D. Powers lists the Dodge Challenger SRT Demon 170 as the fastest accel-
erating car in the world.  It takes only 1.66 seconds to reach 0-60 mph and has a top speed of 215.     
(I find that interesting that ñPowers,ò ñChallenger,ò and ñDemonò are in the same sentence. Donôt you? 
Also look up Revelation 21:5 and let me know if this is a God-incident.) 
 Anyway, several years ago I was blessed by a prayer partner praying over me in tongues. I had
